Oleg Vasilyevich Koshevoy was a Soviet partisan and one of the founders of the
clandestine organization Young Guard, which fought the Nazi forces in Krasnodon dur-
ing World War II between 1941 and 1945.

He was born in Pryluky and lived in Krasnodon. He attended secondary school. In July
1942, Krasnodon was occupied by the German Army. Under the leadership of the party
underground, Koshevoy organized an anti-nazi Komsomol (Communist Youth) organiza-
tion called the Young Guard . In January 1943, the Germans exposed the organization.
Oleg Koshevoy tried to cross the front line, but was soon apprehended. He was tortured
and then executed on February 9, 1943.

Oleg Koshevoy was posthumously awarded the title of the Hero of the Soviet Union.
